Actions from previous meetings:

· File permissons

News, events,..

Tier 1 issues: 

· Tier1 castor behaving well

· Number running jobs depend on how much analysis jobs. RAL seems to be running only 500 concurrent jobs. Is there a hard cap? There is not hard cap at 500 but the cluster is full of other jobs. Fair share might need to be tuned further to increase the number of pilots running at RAL. Discussion on PD2P distribution algorithm and the necessity to run at RAL first before triggering the transfer. One of the arguments is that surely the datasets are known before submitting the job and replicas could be distributed in advance. However this could trigger a distribution of datasets that are used only once which clearly atlas doesn't want for obvious reasons.

· Frontier: PIC is turning off their frontier so RAL is going to use Lyon. 

· 11K WN using the local cvmfs squid. So the system is robust which is good news.

Tier-2:

· UKI-LT2-IC-HEP: test problems with the tests suits but with installed releases. Two releases installed had problems. One should have been fixed by AdS. The other needs looking at.

· UKI-SOUTHGRID-CAM: brokeroff problem with installation mismatch between installation DB and installed software.

· UKI-NORTHGRID-LANCS: still in brokeroff, problem seems to be authentication in one of the dpm pools. Search restricted to two pools. Files are healthy they have been tested with adler32 AF and MD. Next step write to DPM user forum to ask for help with the log files and check if transferring those files to other data servers might solve the problem atlhough not pin point what was the cause.

· UKI-LT2-UCL: jobs stop as the same point as Lancaster but they don't have any error accessing the the files. Needs more investigation, but at the moment the cream CE is down and they haven't run jobs for 3 days.

· UKI-SOUTHGRID-OX: Squid not working but also tests to RAL squid not working. Local squid will be reinstalled. Further comments will posted in the opened ticket.

· UKI-LT2-QMUL: Still a ticket opened on transfer problems caused by time outs on the checksum operation. Working on it need to contact Storm support again.

· Sonar tests: UKI-NORTHGRID-LANCS, UKI-SOUTHGRID-OX and UKI-NORID-LIV-HEP are next in line to become T2Ds. It was agreed we need mini-sonar tests Sam is doing more organised as everybody think they are useful. The proposal is to check with SLloyd if his network tests are still valid and add the mini-sonar to that page. WB will talk to Sam about this and CW will talk to Slloyd. Situation will be reviewed next week.
