Role of Dissemination Officer

It is clear from the current dissemination programme and the future plans for GridPP2 that the scope of the dissemination area is significant. In order to meet these requirements we propose the appointment of a Dissemination Officer.

The post of GridPP2 Dissemination Officer will be a full time position, fully funded by GridPP. The holder will have overall responsibility for all aspects of dissemination and publicity of GridPP. To facilitate the two-way transfer of information, the person appointed will be an ex-officio member of the GridPP PMB. The post will be advertised and applications encouraged from outside GridPP and the Particle Physics community. The host institute will be agreed between GridPP and the post holder.

The role of Dissemination Officer is to:

1. lead all dissemination and public relations activities within GridPP2;

2. be an ex-officio member of the PMB;

3. promote the UK Particle Physics Grid and its use by other experiments and disciplines;

4. develop Industrial links and contacts;

5. liaise with PPARC PUS;

6. oversee the overall design of the GridPP Website and ensure that content is up to date and relevant;

7. coordinate demonstrations and act as ‘Booth Manager’ at events such as e-Science All Hands meetings and Open Days;

8. represent GridPP and its interests at relevant events;

9. ensure the timely release of news items and press releases;

10. maintain up to date lists of GridPP publications, talks and promotional material;

11. exploit PUS and other PR funding opportunities;

12. ensure that the GridPP PMB and other management boards are fully aware of publicity issues and funding and collaboration opportunities;

13. act upon requests for help with publicity or industrial liaison from all members of GridPP or external bodies;

14. report to the Project Manager on matters relating to any project deliverables and milestones defined within his or her purview. 

Resources required:

As well as a full time salary and use of the GridPP Travel Budget, the post holder will have access to a special budget of £10k per year for demonstration and publicity purposes. We note that the funding is less than the limit of 1% used for dissemination of other major PPARC projects (corresponding to approximately £200k for the proposed GridPP2 work programme). We also note that the general area of e-Science is one where dissemination plays a particularly important role.
