2.1 Definition of Grid Access

For the sake of simplicity and practicality “Grid access” for the Tier-1 is defined as access where authentication and authorisation are carried out by protocols and infrastructure compatible with the EGEE or WLCG software stack or are agreed by GRIDPP to be required to support the LHC experiments. 
2.2 Batch Service

Other than for testing/debugging purposes, all batch job submission will be via the WLCG/EGEE Grid infrastructure such that work done is accountable through the EGEE accounting system. 

Job submission direct to the CE will be accepted until such time as it is no longer supported by the WLCG/EGEE software stack and no longer required by the LHC experiments’ job submission.

Job submission direct to the batch system by local resource manager tools such as qsub will not be allowed except for specially authorised IDs whose requirements will be looked at on a case by case basis.   

2.3 Storage System

When this matter was discussed at the UB in February it was intended that all access to storage should be required to be by the CASTOR SRM/SE.   Current storage systems in use are:

· NFS
· Xrootd

· dCache

· CASTOR

· Httpd

· UKQCD

We clearly need to reduce the number of interfaces we operate and support. However it is not yet clear which of these will be found to be necessary to meet the needs of even the LHC experiments however a likely scenario is probably CASTOR plus some kind of xrootd interface.

At this time it is probably best to maintain the status quo and plan to review the situation at a future Tier-1 board.
2.4 Ancillary Services

The Tier-1 will continue to operate a limited UI service in order to:
· Provide a limited number of authorised users access for experiments’ production job submission where it is believed that this is best carried out local to the Tier-1.
· Provide authorised users with access to a UI for Grid job submission where there own computing infrastructure is unable to provide this. Possible cases are where experiments have overseas collaborators who lack local access to compatible software.

· Provide authorised experiments with access to a UI in order to carry out authorised non-Grid computing.
